AB 842 Swanson D Oakland would expands
mandates and increase liability for employers
related to the state version ofthe federal Workers

Adjustment and Retraining Notification WARN
Act of 1988

AB 1000 Ma D San Francisco would

unreasonably expand employers costs and liability
for a new protected and paid sick leave for
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Mechanics Bank
